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1. 
Introduction

1.1 Following the submission by the Council in November 2005 of the Site 

Specific Allocations of Land document (SSAL) (CDHor11) a number of alternative development sites were put forward by respondents for consideration as allocations.  These sites were included within the Alternative Development Sites and Boundary Changes document (CDHor15), published for consultation in January 2006.

The minor boundary amendment, ADS34, was submitted to Horsham District Council in response to an error made on the Proposals Map.  This Statement sets out the Council’s view on the likely key issue and question for Examination identified by the Inspectors, which is as follows:

Within the Horsham built-up area boundary as defined within The Core Strategy 2007 and Proposals Map 2006.

Relevant Planning History

4.1
An application for 48 homes was permitted in 2000 and has been partially implemented; the approved access to the site was through No.19 Queensway (and partially through the adjoining property No.21 already shown on the Proposals Map).  Revised applications are being prepared which increase the density of development, hence why the Council feels it appropriate to rectify this minor omission.

Principal Issues

5.1
The principal issue is whether the Council supports this minor correction to the boundary of AL1.  The Council would like to confirm that the amendment is supported; the issue in this case is to ensure that the Proposals Map and policy accurately reflect what is likely to take place.  The Council is aware that some may have concerns over the details of the actual development proposed on the football club site as a whole, but this is not the issue being examined at this session.  The Club has been actively seeking a new site and are progressing with proposals in the North Horsham area and the applicants are reconsidering the detailed design issues as discussed in the Response Statement on Matter 2.
