1. 
Introduction

1.1 Following the submission by the Council in November 2005 of the Site 

Specific Allocations of Land document (SSAL) (CDHor11) a number of alternative development sites were put forward by respondents for consideration as allocations or amendments to the defined built-up area boundaries.  These sites were included within the Alternative Development Sites and Boundary Changes document (CDHor15), published for consultation in January 2006.

1.2 The Council does not generally support these suggested sites and maintains that they are neither necessary nor appropriate in the context of both the provisions of The Core Strategy 2007 (CDHor2) and the site specific considerations.  The purpose of this Response Statement is to explain the Council’s position on this ‘Alternative Development Site’ and to address the issues raised in the submitted representations in support of the suggested amended boundary.  
1.3
This site differs from other sites in that the Council has previously accepted that this land should be included within the built-up area boundary for Southwater. 

2.
Site Description

2.1
Site ADS 77 consists of a relatively small triangular piece of land comprising part of the garden of 27 Millfield adjoining the larger site ADS 76 on the western side. The site area is 0.19 ha. The site also adjoins the boundaries of residential properties in Turners Close. There is a mature tree screen around much of the site and particularly on the south eastern boundary with the open countryside.
3.
Existing Policy Designation

3.1
The sites fall outside of the built- up area boundary of Southwater as defined in The Core Strategy and within the countryside. The Council’s approach to the potential development of such sites is set out in Policy CP8 of the Core Strategy and also relates to the provisions of CP5 which is relevant.
4.
Relevant Planning History

4.1
This area of land was not within the original curtilage of 27 Millfield as defined when planning permission was granted for the estate. However it has been accepted by the Council that it does now form part of the curtilage.

5.
Principal Issues

5.1 The Council submits that it’s position on curtilages and built-up area boundaries is set out further in paragraph 3.8 of the Matter 1 Response Statement.  In essence, the SSAL document was prepared in accordance with PPG3 which has subsequently been superseded by PPS3.  It is not considered that the revised wording of PPS3 alters the fundamental approach of defining built-up area boundaries by reference to physical boundaries which relates to the entire cartilage of homes and other buildings.  It is the intention of the Council to ensure a consistent approach has been taken to the identification of the built-up area boundaries across the District in line with national policy.
5.2
Although it is submitted that there is no need for additional ‘greenfield’ sites to be included within the built up area boundary, it is accepted in this case that the site represents part of the curtilage of the property; it relates to the built form of Southwater and should be included its exclusion was in fact an error at submission stage.   
7.
Conclusions

7.1
It is accepted that this site is part of the curtilage of 27 Millfield and therefore can be included within the BUAB of Southwater.  The Council believes that an amendment to the Proposals Map accordingly would be appropriate and would not make the Site Specific Allocations of Land document less sound.
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
