Matter 2: Development Strategy and Level of Housing Provision (CP4 and CP9)

Will include the balance between anticipated Previously Developed Land (PDL), urban extensions and smaller scale developments across the District, and the ability to manage delivery in the light of monitoring.  Likely key matters for evidence are:
· The justification for the ‘roll forward’ to 2018.

· The overall level of housing provision.

· The robustness of the Urban Housing Potential Study.

· The justification for most new development being concentrated in two urban extensions at Crawley and Horsham.

· The overall level of small scale growth in other settlements.

· The achievement of the planned level of build rates.

· The tools available to manage the release of housing land.

· The need for a contingency strategy for the release of alternative housing land.
