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What is a Parish Plan? 
 
In 2000 the Government issued a Rural White Paper setting out their 
agenda for the countryside and encouraging local communities to take 
more control of the development of their own parish. 
 
A Parish Plan is a way for local people to make known how they would like 
their community to develop in the future. It aims to help rural 
communities have a greater say in their own affairs.  It helps local people 
set down their vision for the future of their parish. To be really effective it 
needs to represent the views of as many people as possible. 
 
A Parish Plan can cover everything that is relevant to the people who live 
and work in the parish, from social housing to places for children to 
play. It should address the needs of the entire community, including local 
businesses, and will span a period of five years. 
 
The Plan will be used to inform local government and other decision 
making bodies of the needs and concerns of the community, and will 
influence how changes in the community are made.  The Plan can also be 
used to support applications for funding and to canvass support from local 
and national government.  The Parish Council will use the Plan as a focus 
for their ongoing work. 
 
What are the Benefits of a Parish producing a Parish Plan? 
 

• It can be used as an evidence base for grant applications to show 
community need for specific projects. 

• It helps guide the Parish Council in their work.  One of the 
discretionary requirements of ‘Quality Status’ is to have produced a 
Parish Plan.  It shows that the Parish Council is listening to its 
community. 

• It helps a community plan for the future, to ensure that community 
facilities can be maintained and updated to suit community needs. 

   
How is a Parish Plan produced? 
 
A Parish Plan is produced by the local community in partnership with the 
Parish Council. 
 
The first step is to hold a public meeting.  The public meeting is an 
interactive forum enabling the local community to have their say on a 
variety of issues from health, community safety, to housing and transport.  
From this public meeting, a Steering Group of 8 – 12 people is formed 
with 2 or 3 representatives from the Parish Council on the group. 
 
There are many consultation techniques available to involve the whole 
community, but the most commonly used one is a household 
questionnaire.  Using the information gathered at the public meeting, and 
other consultation, the Steering Group create a questionnaire to be 
distributed to every household.
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The results of all the consultation methods are then assembled to produce 
the draft Parish Plan that is presented to the Parish Council for 
endorsement.  The final document is then distributed to every household, 
and the hard work of implementing the Plan begins! 
 
Introduction to the Cowfold Parish Plan 
 
In November 2004 the Cowfold Parish Council invited all parish residents, 
local businesses and parish groups to attend a public meeting in the 
Cowfold Village Hall.  Ruth Goldstone, Information and Action Plans 
Support Officer from Action in Rural Sussex, explained what a Parish Plan 
is and how it might benefit the community of Cowfold. 
 
Some 100 members of the Cowfold community attended this meeting to 
hear about Parish Plans, how they are prepared and why it was important 
for Cowfold to become engaged in the process.  There was then an 
opportunity for people to ask relevant questions and volunteer to become 
involved. 
 
On 1st December 2004 those who volunteered met and the Cowfold Parish 
Action Plan Steering Group was formed.  The Group then set about the 
task of producing the Cowfold Parish Plan. 
 
As the Plan is intended to reflect the views and needs of the Parish it was 
felt that a questionnaire should be created and sent to every home in the 
Parish, covering the following key areas: 
 

• Local housing 
• Movement and transport 
• Community safety 
• Facilities and services for younger persons 
• Facilities and services for older persons 
• Leisure and cultural activities 
• Good health 
• Lifelong learning 
• Helping business to succeed 
• Protecting our world 

 
These broad headings were felt to cover the areas of concern for the 
Parish and match up with Council funding.  This may assist us in accessing 
funds, at a later stage. 
 
Questionnaires were distributed to every household in the parish of 
Cowfold at the beginning of September 2005.  A total of 780 
questionnaires were delivered and parishioners were given until 25th 
September 2005 to complete and return the questionnaires. 
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In addition, a number of the questionnaires were returned at the open 
coffee morning held at the Village Hall on the 17th September 2005, where 
pictures drawn by the St Peter’s School children were displayed.  These 
pictures depicted the things the children thought would improve Cowfold 
and the facilities they would like to have.  The coffee morning involved the 
local community and was supported by Cowfold WI who supplied teas and 
coffees. 
 
181 questionnaires were returned giving a response rate of 23.2%.  All 
the data from these questionnaires was summarised by an independent 
body, Orchid Data Services, the cost of which was met by the District 
Council.  A number of people included their contact details in their 
completed questionnaires and were invited to become further involved. 
Good publicity for the Cowfold Parish Plan was achieved through the 
parish website, parish magazine and local press. 
 
The Steering Group kick-started the process after receiving the 
questionnaire results by inviting all those respondents who said they 
would like to be more involved to attend the next Steering Group meeting.  
The enlarged Steering Group worked on the action plans, resulting in this 
document.  This Parish Plan was endorsed by Cowfold Parish Council on 10

Some respondents complained about the poor level of road and pavement 
cleaning in the outer limits of the village, some paths are left in a poor 
condition so as to be dangerous to walk on, with debris from trees and 
hedgerow not cleared frequently enough. 
 

 
Trees and Ponds 
 
As part of enhancing outdoor places for villagers and visitors to enjoy, 
monitor the maintenance of trees and ponds within recreational areas. 

 
 
Information Boards 
 
Information boards already exist in the village, at the village hall, and Co-
op, but additional boards could be used for anti-litter campaigns and 
further publicising events within the village.
