Query - Employment Floorspace Figures
1. Please explain exactly where in Appendix (note: not Annex?) G of the ELR these figures are taken from. He assumes it is from Appendix G (ii) Table 2. If so, how are the figures derived? 
Appendix G (ii) Table 2 - Site Area (ha):
Warnham & Wealden Brickworks = 3.86

Strategic Site West of Crawley = 13.55

Strategic Site West of Horsham = 6.64
2. Please explain why the Wealden Brickworks floorspace figure is different from that set out in paragraph 2.6 of the Council's Response Statement on AL 16. He notes that the figures for that site in Appendix G of the ELR are based upon a smaller site area than the AL 16 allocation. 
The Wealden Brickworks floorspace figure in the ‘Completed and Projected Employment Floorspace’ table derives from the ELR Appendix G figure quoted above multiplied by 0.25 as explained in footnote (2). The floorspace quoted in para 2.6 of the AL16 Response Statement derives from the area covered by the current planning application on the site (DC/06/2443) with the 40% developable area estimation from the ELR applied.
In compiling the ‘Completed and Projected Employment Floorspace’ table, it was considered that, for the two strategic development employment areas particularly, 40% represented too high a figure to be a realistic estimate of the amount of employment floorspace that would be developed and thus the 25% multiplier was chosen. However, it is accepted that for Wealden Brickworks this calculation resulted in an estimated floorspace that was both a low estimate and inconsistent with the AL16 Response Statement.
3. In paragraph 2.6 of the AL 16 Response Statement, please explain how the 36,800 sq m figure is calculated. For B2 and B8 floorspace at 40% of the total allocated area gives 9.2ha, as the paragraph states. But 9.2 ha = 92,000 sq m for such single storey development (see paragraph 8.15 of the ELR). 
The total area of the site covered by the application, and in effect what is considered to be the developable area for employment floorspace (as in para 2.5 of the AL16 Response Statement) is 9.2 ha. Therefore, applying the 40% multiplier (paragraph 8.15 of the ELR) results in the total developable employment floorspace estimate of 36,800 m2.  
4. Would the Council's acceptance of the extra area to the Wealden site (ADS 41 - see para 2.14 of the Response Statement) increase these figures? If so, by how much? 
No, although the site consists of 1.4 ha, its addition to the area covered by AL16 would not increase the developable area as the Policy refers to the retention of the waste and power generation uses on that site. The remainder of the ADS 41 site contains an existing office compound that would presumably be retained under AL16, or if not would only be likely to be replacement business floorspace (no net gain).
5. Why is the total of D) in the table [or rather its constituent figures] based on 25% of that quoted in Appendix G of the ELR [see the table's footnote (2)]? 
Please refer to the answer for question 2 (second paragraph).
6. If the table needs recalculating because of these queries, please do so and accompany it with any further explanation of the figures and their implications for meeting Policy CP 10 floorspace requirements.
At the time of preparing the table the Council did not have any reliable estimates of the eventual employment land at the two strategic locations. For that reason the ELR, both in terms of the site area and developable floorspace, had to be used as a basis for estimation, with the caveat about the two strategic locations. Since that time work done on the potential for employment uses at the two strategic locations has offered the possibility of revising the table to show more reliable estimates in each case than was previously possible. The table has therefore been revised to take account of this recent work and the footnotes amended or supplemented accordingly.
