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A Mixed-Use Leisure and Residential Scheme for Roffey, Horsham
FOREWORD
Roffey Social and Sports Club, the adjoining bungalows and the surrounding recreation grounds and open space have been identified as an area where significant improvements could be made to the local environment, particularly the sporting and social facilities.  In addition there is also an identified need for housing including affordable housing in the area.  
An opportunity arose to explore substantial improvements to the site through the review of the Horsham District Local Plan and the preparation of the Local Development Framework.  A proposal was made for residential redevelopment of the existing Clubhouse, car park and the adjoining affordable housing (owned by Saxon Weald Homes), approximately 0.68ha in total.  Residential redevelopment of the Clubhouse site would provide funding towards a replacement Sports and Social Club, car parking, improvements to the football pitch, and the provision of training pitches.

A project to examine the potential of this area, the needs of all the users and relevant planning policy both national and local has been carried out by consultants PMP in partnership with Horsham District Council, Saxon Weald Homes and the Roffey Social and Sports Club.  
The consultants worked with the partners to prepare two schemes which fulfilled the requirements of the brief and conformed with planning policy.  These were then the subject of a public exhibition in March 2005.  This work and the responses to the consultation exercise have informed the Local Development Framework and as a result the site has been allocated for mixed-use development within the Submission Site Specific Allocations of Land document.

The Council and its partners are aware of the many issues that this project raises and both the hopes and concerns of local residents.  It is not proposed to progress with the schemes exactly as shown in the Consultants report but instead they will be used along with the comments received as the basis of further work.
