NOTICE is hereby given that on 29th June 2007 in accordance with Regulation 19 of the Town and Country Planning (Local Development) (England) Regulations 2004, Horsham District Council formally adopted its Planning Obligations Supplementary Planning Document (SPD).

The Planning Obligations SPD provides details on the services and facilities and the priorities of provision that will be required when land is proposed for a development and where a planning obligation would be sought. Its purpose is to provide developers, landowners and local communities with further details on the requirements this Council has set out in the LDF Core Strategy (2007) to ensure that the process is efficient, transparent, co-ordinated and managed.
Any person aggrieved by the adoption of the Planning Obligations SPD may make an application to the High Court for permission to apply for a judicial review of the decision to adopt the document. Any challenge must be made on the grounds that either the document has not been prepared within the powers conferred by the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 or the Town & Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended), or alternatively that a requirement of the Act or associated regulations has not been complied with. Any such application must be made promptly and in any event not later than 29th September 2007.
