Summary of comments posted directly onto exhibition boards at the ‘drop-in’ sessions 

Billingshurst
Land off Daux Road – BL1 Omission Site
One comment agreed that any development in this area would open up the eastern side of Billingshurst to further development which should be strongly resisted. Another comment was that people walk to the site.
Island Site – BL7 Omission Site
The west/ south side of the village has been developed enough already. Either complete the north-eastern by-pass or much more preferably leave the village alone. The schools, roads, doctors, dentists are nearly all at full capacity. This site is on a high land.

Hammonds AL9

The site is elevated above the village; development will decrease natural drainage, increase run-off, adding higher probability of flooding in the High Street. The A272 is already a hazard with speeding lorries, the development would add extra traffic and increased probability of accidents.

Some trees along the west side of the site are protected (TPO’s), which will affect the indicative layout of the site.

Unrelated to sites or omission site comments - A comment regarding Daux Wood was that people walk here. Another comment was that 14 & 16 Lower Station Road should not be demolished to build 14 flats, number 16 is a beautiful Victorian property.

Brinsbury
Why Adversane residents? Development of mushroom farm should not be at Brinsbury as odour too great for surrounding residents. Do not want industrial site in what is an agricultural college grounds.

Pulborough
Land at West Glebe – PL6 Omission Site
Comments called for no developed under any circumstances, and should stay part of Pulborough Conservation Area. This is an area of amenity and historical interest and has 8 protected species, 34 rare species and one of national importance. West Glebe open space interacts with the woodland by Old Place Lake and Mill Cottage, and would be contrary to appeal decision APP/23825/E/04/115920 on visual impact on conservation area.

A further comment was that no footpaths or bridleways were shown.

Land at Old Valentines Barn – PL4 Omission Site
Contains or is near to areas with rare species.

Land near Land West of Stane Street and Land at Old Valentines Barn – PL7 & PL4 Omission Sites
Where are the footpaths and bridleways? What provision is there to preserve them?

Hornbrook Hilliers
It was expressed that there is a very real need to facilitate a new football stadium and facilities for the young, fit and active of Horsham. Other comments were that there is no better site for Horsham Football Club in Horsham and light pollution will be minimal. Other comments questioned the need for football ground, why not link to other sporting facilities at Broadbridge Heath which has parking and plenty of space for housing. No demand from people of Horsham for a Park and Ride, employment likely to fall, and concern about light pollution.
A further comment was that the housing area is good farmland, housing will put increased pressure on nearby countryside.

West of Crawley
There were two comments that this is a conservation area with thousands of trees that would be destroyed, currently the whole of the farm used for recreation walks and is a haven for wildlife.

Comments questioned schooling, healthcare and policing which will be stretched, and who will pay for services, Crawley or Horsham? There were also concerns about more cars on the roads in the local area especially in rush hour in Rusper and Ifield, and concerns about flooding. It was stated in two comments that this is Horsham’s housing.
The West of Bewbush site was commented to be the better option providing there would be no further development into the strategic gap. Another concern however was that by using this land and building a main road to the railway makes it easy to extend this road and development into Kilnwood Lane, Faygate & Rusper.
Southwater
Land West of Southwater – proposed site for secondary school

A secondary school is fine as long as it is not at the cost of it meaning more housing as a condition.

Lower Beeding
Questioned how they get more facilities without more growth? One comment was that facilities such as the post office were not supported and therefore had been lost. If there are more services in the village we open ourselves up to more development, we like it the way it is.
